 MERCY: undeserved forgiveness & unearned kindness 

For you have heard about my former way of life in Judaism:  I persecuted God’s 
church to an extreme degree and tried to destroy it…but when God, who from my 
mother’s womb set me apart and called me by His grace…   Galatians 1:13, 15 

It is God Himself who has made us what we are and given us new lives from Christ 
Jesus; and long ages ago He planned that we should spend these lives in helping 
others.
